	Thurrock Local Development Framework – Minerals and Waste Development Plan Document
	

	
	

	Richard Hatter and Jennifer Smith from Thurrock Council attended the meeting to discuss the above document as part of the Council’s public consultation process.  They confirmed that the consultation process commenced in December and they had attended numerous Community Forums, had exhibitions in Public Libraries and leafleted around 2,000 residents in the areas where the proposed new mineral and waste sites are to be located.
Richard explained the background to the document which will form part of the Council’s Local Development Framework.  Thurrock Council is looking to eliminate the landfilling of untreated municipal and commercial waste by 2021.  Thurrock is required by the East of England Plan to ensure there are sufficient sustainable waste facilities to deal with the forecasted 513,000 tonnes of waste pa to be managed by 2021.  

Richard distributed a summary leaflet which showed exactly where the proposed new sites are to be.  

Discussion followed about the proposal to locate a site on the old Shell Refinery land.  Derek Parker reported that he had attended a meeting with DP World (the new owners of the site) recently and they did not know anything about this proposal.  

The meeting expressed considerable concern about the number of lorries that will be using the Manorway – the proposed waste disposal site will see hundreds of lorries taking waste to the site and there will be approximately 49,000 lorries per day when the port is up and running.
Richard stressed the importance of individuals filling in the Response Form and making known their concerns about the infrastructure.

Gordon commented that this did not really feel like a consultation process – particularly as the deadline for reply was the 18th February.  He felt that the Council should take more opportunities to consult particularly as the number of attendees at Forums is a small percentage of the actual residents.  

The question was asked if the local businesses near to the old Shell Haven site had been consulted – Jennifer Smith will check on this but she believes they had been.

It was noted that Thurrock has to take a small percentage of waste from London and this will probably not change in the near future.  

In summary, the main concerns of the Forum were around the infrastructure needed to accommodate these new proposed sites particularly the old Shell Haven Refinery.

Richard encouraged the Forum to ensure that their comments, particularly about the infrastructure were placed on the Response Form.
Gordon thanked Richard and Jennifer for their time.
