	PC Ryan Dean gave a summary of the crime figures for the fiscal year to date:

In addition PC Ryan gave an overview of the Essex Police Reform Briefing published on the 4th November 2010:
The programme is led by ACC Derek Benson and has been set up to find the best way to successfully meet the budget cuts, manage resources and improve productivity.  There are five strands:
1. Operational Policy: To reconfigure operational services across the force to improve productivity and availability and reduce cost.

2. Support Services: To reconfigure support services across the force to improve productivity and availability and reduce cost.

3. Estate Review: To reduce the size of the Essex Police and therefore reduce the annual cost of maintaining the estate and deliver significant capital receipts through the disposal of surplus properties.
4. Transport and Travel: To reduce the need for travel on Essex Police business and therefore reduce the cost of transport and travel.

5. Availability and Demand Management: To complete a review of the demand made on Essex Police’s services to ensure that the force has the right people in the right place at the right time.

Essex Police will gave save a figure of £40-45 million by 2014/2015 which means widespread changes across the force resulting in a smaller organisation both in terms of budget and number of employees.

Essex Police have already saved £17 million to increase police office numbers and now holds an establishment of approximately 3600 police officers and 2200 police staff.   The recruitment programme has been suspended pending further information on future police budgets.

Ward Councillors Report (email from Phil Anderson): 

1) Bollards next to CCTV pole behind Barclays (Iceland car park).  A success. 3 new bollards have now been installed, making the walk though safe for pedestrians.

 

2) Drop kerb in front of Morrisons (Logged as 501243).
Phil had a meeting with the highways dept, and they are adamant that they can’t do anything more regarding signage as there is already a parking restriction in force. He also met with parking, who have promised to enforce on the drop kerb more rigorously to try and deter people from parking there.  There is need for some kind of ‘reminder’ –people block this spot more out of ignorance than anything. Steve to approach Morrisons and asking them to put up a ‘polite notice’ (no additional legal weight but makes people aware of the issue).

3) Frost estate

The 3-bin collection has now been restored, which was a real victory for local people. Follow up meeting to discuss the condition of the roads was held on 16th Dec. Council did not really offer anything of substance. I will now be writing a letter summarising the residents views that the council should (a) contribute to repairing the damage caused by the large lorries, and (b) provide some officer support to help develop a longer term solution. Phil will circulate to residents by email before sending; any additional email addresses that would help.  Further information was discussed at the meeting:  The council has no responsibility to do anything on the Frost Estate.  It would cost £800 to £1000 per linear meter to adopt the estate and bring it up to Highway agency standards.  The estate is actually owned by the Crown since it was disclaimed by the Treasury in 1980.
4)The council are willing to put yellow lines on Springhouse Road near the Council Housing Office and St John’s Way to alleviate the traffic congestion caused by parked cars at busy times.  
Those present at the meeting agreed that in principal double yellow lines would be a good idea.  However, some consideration should be given to disabled people who need to get the Council office.
