	A resident said that one problem was the bar and bus on Thursday in Corringham Town Centre.  He explained that the bus arrived at 8 p.m. but everyone arrived much earlier and congregated in the centre waiting for it.  This led to anti social behaviour and people shopping found it all very intimidating.
	

	
	

	Christine Hope said it was difficult to get this just right, they had been staying for 10 minutes chatting to those waiting and then going away for half an hour and then coming back again.  They were trying to keep a friendly not oppressive presence.

	Chris went on to explain there were various ways to deal with some of these crimes i.e. using decoy cars.  There should also be number plate screws at the station which were not removable and he would check with Corringham station and if so let the Forum know, so they could advertise them as available for public use which would help stop number plates and cars being taken.
He was aware that there was a problem with cars driven fast and using it as a cut through.  They had had reports of lads racing in cars along the Sorrells etc  They were proposing to set up number plate recognition equipment in the area to discourage this.
Christine said she had heard no more about nuisance youths in Abbots Drive except for one phone call from a neighbour of the original contact.  She asked if the Forum wanted them to continue to prioritise this.  It was agreed that a letter from the Forum would be written to the resident who had raised the problem and see what the position now was.
They were asked about throwing litter from cars.  If residents made a note of the registration/colour/time and date and make a statement they can issue a section 59 and if this is breached either by the owner or anyone driving the vehicle within 12 months the vehicle can be seized and they are charged £150 and a storage charge each day.  This is a very good deterrent, but residents must be willing to make a statement otherwise they cannot act.
