	Minutes of Last meeting  

The minutes of the previous meeting were agreed.

Matters Arising

Danni Tate (chair) reaffirmed that there will be no funding from Thurrock Council for any of the forums. Any future monies will have to be sourced from local fund raising events.

Steve Dickenson (SD) raised an issue of three wheelie bins that had be left in a precarious place rendering a disabled person unable to reach their scooter safely and a photograph of the bins would be forwarded to the chair for submission to Thurrock Counsel. Danni Tate confirmed that the matter will be taken before the next Greening and Cleaning meeting.

Presentation by National Grid

A presentation was made by Steve Lawrence (SL) and Will Bridges (WB) in respect of the site of the new sub-station.  Site 1 had the least demand for a new infrastructure at the location as it was situated next to the existing power line.  The power station would then have to connect to the sub-station but that is the decision of National Grid (NG).  

Site 5B Stanford-le-Hope industrial park is further from the existing overhead lines but is outside the green belt.  A decision is hoping to be made by the summer of 2011 and the submission will be made to the National Body (Infrastructure Planning Committee) who will have their own consultation period and this will take about 1 year to make.  Residents are urged to respond with their opinions.  
A proposal was made for the forum to vote and their collective response was unanimous in favour of site 1 with the proviso that Herd Lane School and local residents were consulted and in agreement.

Police Nap Report
The usual summer spate of household and shed/garage burglaries and opportunist thefts are continuing.  Residents have been leaving downstairs windows open whilst in their gardens and entry has been gained via these open windows especially prevalent in the bedrooms of bungalows during the hot spell.  Metal and iron appears to be the object of choice for thieves due to the high value of this material and residents are reminded to secure all metal and iron objects.

Public Forum
Derek Parker (DP) arranged a visit to the Gateway site for local residents to look at the reclamation works and plans.  Copies of plans and information leaflets were distributed during the meeting.  DP also made the forum aware of Thurrock Council’s plan to build a large lorry park facility at Coryton for any lorries passing through the borough which will add still further to lorry movements on the Manorway generally.

Mark Coxall (MC) said there will be 3 lorry parks in total and these are proposed to be situated at Lakeside, Tilbury and Coryton and although they cannot be designated for single use he feels it is unlikely that lorries which are not going to London Gateway will use these particular parks.

The chair asked DP and MC to keep the forum updated.  MC wanted to avoid system ‘stack up’ on roads.

Ward Councillors Report
MC has been local councillor for 3 days, he said that following questions from the chair he promised that one of the local councillors would undertake to attend the forum every month.

Any Other Business
Bill Dawson (BD) asked why did he have to vote in a different venue this year?  MC replied boundaries have been re-drawn.  BD also obtained chairs signature in respect of banking business.
