	Matters Arising
	

	Lorry Park – Mark Coxhall (MC) made a presentation on research he carried out into the history of the land now to be incorporated as green belt.  Derek Parker argued that P & O public enquiry 2003 said map 4 was correct.  MC said the council are now using map 3 and based on that have drawn up map 5 which means  the so called ‘tongue’ land would never have been green belt.


	

	MC said DP World has said they do not need lorry parks because their logistic planning was a “just in time” delivery pattern, so they will not be providing land for it.  So if the council get government permission for a lorry park they will have to find the land which will entail Thurrock planning and enquiry processes as they have now.


	

	MC agreed he will look into the correct history of the ‘tongue’ land.  Alternatively DP world could counter-agree to use part of their land for a lorry park but currently say they do not want to.


	

	DP remained concerned that we may slide into a position where we have a lorry park if we do not remain attentive and this would encourage many more vehicle movements into the area.  MC will bring back to the Forum after September.  Steve Dickinson (SD) advised forum members to look at DP World website to see C6 video – very impressive.
