	5. Questions and Public Forum & Fund Voting
	

	Corringham Park Fencing.

Corringham & Fobbing Forum Chair Gordon Gambier proposed that the Forum agree to fund the whole project and spend £18,786 on the fencing scheme around the Kiddies play area. It was explained to the Forum how this could be achieved. This has been a major project and the culmination of two years hard work on behalf of the Forum.

Gordon Gambier also announced that as an added bonus, Carol Spencer, Thurrock Council’s Project & Support Officer working with the Forum had won a £35,000 Lottery bid for play equipment for Corringham Park.

This is for a kidabout roundabout (set into the ground so that wheelchairs & pushchairs can access it).

A wave swing & surfacing ( this is a large round saucer shaped swing that can be used by more than one child at a time).

Adaptations to the existing sand areas to make them DDA friendly and a goal end.

It was explained for the benefit of Emily Van Der Bijl (DP World / London Gateway) and any new comers that this is only the start of our vision for Corringham Park and we Corringham & Fobbing Community Forum will now concentrate all our efforts with the hard surface ball court that our youth in Corringham approached us for.

We are looking for sponsorship on this project and need to raise in excess of £60,000.

A resume of the Forum Spending for the year was agreed by the Forum in a formal vote on a case by case basis.

This was witnessed by Natalie Warren (TBC).
